LATEST ENERGY POLICY DEVELOPMENTS

• Recently published: Energy Efficiency Directive (EU) 
2023/1791, Renewable Energy Directive (EU) 2023/2413

• State of the Energy Union Report, SET-Plan, Wind Power Action 
Plan, etc.



• The EU's net greenhouse gas emissions decreased by around 3% in 2022, reaching 
a reduction of 32.5% compared to 1990 levels.

• 2022 was a record year for new solar photovoltaic (PV) capacity (+41 GW), which is 
60% more than in 2021 (+26 GW). New onshore and offshore wind capacity was 45% 
higher than in 2021.

• In 2022, 39% of electricity was generated by renewables, and in May wind and solar 
surpassed fossil fuels for the first time in EU electricity generation.

• The EU reduced gas demand by more than 18% compared with the previous five 
years, saving approximately 53 bcm of gas.

• The importance of boosting the EU's competitiveness and industrial leadership in 
the new global energy context, and of concluding legislation on the Electricity Market 
Design, Net-Zero Industry Act and Critical Raw Materials Act in particular.

• The Commission will also work with Member States to pursue the phase-out of fossil 
fuel subsidies as soon as possible. This remains a major obstacle to the clean energy 
transition and impede the achievement of our climate objectives.

CALL FOR POLICY SESSIONS
WHO CAN APPLY

• Representatives of EU institutions, including inter-institutional 
bodies.

• Organisations and associations that fulfil the following criteria:

➢ Work as multipliers using a widespread network of contacts across Europe.

➢ Contribute to the development and implementation of sustainable energy 
policy.

Professional event organisers or businesses aiming to promote 
specific products or services are not eligible. Sessions and stands 
should be free of commercial interest.



• Find a partnering organisation to submit a joint application
(no more than 2 proposals per organisation).

• Limit the application to no more than 2 organisations.

• Define a clear objective for the application.

• Present a gender-balanced panel (no more than 6 speakers per 
session).

• Be interactive (allocate sufficient time for audience-speaker 
interaction).

• Select the thematic tags that best describe your session and the 
type of session.

CATEGORIES 

• Innovation: outstanding ongoing or recently completed EU-funded 
projects that demonstrate an original and innovative path towards 
the clean energy transition and yielding tangible results.

• Local Energy Action: sustainable energy actions carried out by a 
group of citizens, consumers, municipalities, or other stakeholders, 
contributing to the clean energy transition at the community or 
local level.

• Woman in Energy: women who lead outstanding activities that, if 
replicated, contribute to the advancement of the clean energy 
transition in Europe. Particular attention is placed on efforts to 
promote the gender mainstreaming agenda and foster equality and 
equal opportunities in the energy sector.



• Ongoing or concluded activities, actions, or EU-funded projects 
(concluded after 31 December 2022).

• Activities carried out in at least one country within the EU or the 
EEA.

INNOVATION
WHO CAN APPLY



• Associations, organisations, consumers, municipalities or other 
groups of people.

• Activities carried out in at least one country within the EU or the 
EEA.

• The activities, projects or actions must be ongoing or recently 
concluded (after 31 December 2022).

LOCAL ENERGY ACTION AWARD
WHO CAN APPLY



• Women

• The application should refer to an individual (not groups).

• Individuals can be nominated by another person.

• Nominees should be actively engaged in activities in the field of 
sustainable energy and be residents of a country located in the 
EU or the EEA.

WOMAN IN ENERGY
WHO CAN APPLY



EVALUATION CRITERIA

• Concept/Profile

• Implementation/Action

• Impact

• Finalists are selected by a Technical Advisory Committee and a 
High-Level Jury from a shortlist of the year’s most successful 
projects and actions for clean, secure and efficient energy.

• Winners will be awarded in the three categories through an online 
public vote.



• Launch of the call: 14 November 2023

• Closing of the call: 1 February 2024

• Evaluation period: February to mid-March 2024

• Finalists informed: mid-March 2024

• Production of promotion material: mid-March to end of April 2024

• Opening of the public vote: 30 April to 2 June 2024
